Arrival & Parking 

Oxford Polo have kindly agreed to host us. Please park where directed and follow all venue 
rules. 

If you are bringing horses or having horses delivered, you must contact

This is essential to ensure there is enough parking and tie-up space. Without confirmation, 
lorries/trailers may be turned away. 

 
General Reminders 

• Please dress appropriately for the weather and bring warm, dry clothing. 
• Treat the venue with respect. All muck and litter must be taken home.
