TIMES 

At present, we can only confirm timings for Beginner, Novice and Lower Inter 
matches. 
League matches taking place on Thursday will determine the remaining 
schedule. Once completed, Tournify will update automatically. 

Start Time & Chukka Lengths 

Both arenas will start promptly at 10:00am. 

• Beginners will play: 4 × 4.5-minute chukkas 
• Novice, Lower Inters & Upper Inters (Yellow & Green) will play: 3 × 6-

minute chukkas 
• Open Teams will play: 4 × 6.5-minute chukkas 

All teams must be mounted and in the warm-up arena at least one chukka 
before their match. 

Any team or player who delays play due to not monitoring the app will have a 
goal awarded against them. 

 

TOURNIFY APP 

We are paper-free. All times and scores will be live on the Tournify App. 

Please ensure the app is downloaded before arrival at Rugby Polo Club 
(available via the App Store for Apple and Android). 

Chukka lists with numbers and guide times are attached. 
Please note: these times are a guide only. It is your responsibility to monitor 
the app.
